CHILDREN AND MATERNAL PARENTS AGAINST IMMIGRATION & GOVERNMENT NATIONALITY SITUATION
We seek to end the discrimination against British women who married  foreign men and had children born outside the UK or Commonwealth before  1961.
Prior to 1983, children born outside the United Kingdom or Commonwealth, to a mother who was a citizen/subject of the United Kingdom but married to a non-British man, had no claim to British Nationality.  But the children of British fathers were automatic British citizens, wherever they were born.

In the British Nationality Act 1981, a child born to a British mother and a foreign father abroad after February 7, 1961 could be registered as a British citizen by the parents, while still a minor. The child could not register himself or herself on reaching the age of majority.
The Nationality and Immigration Act 2002 gave adults who could have been registered by their parents as minors the right to do so for themselves as adults. But after much argument, the Government refused to abolish the 1961 time limit. So there are families in which siblings born after February 7, 1961 are entitled to British citizenship, while their older brothers and sisters born before the cut-off date are still shut out.
The Government entered a reservation to the Convention on the Elimination of Discrimination Against Women (CEDAW), to allow this discrimination against British mothers. When they signed up to the Optional Protocol which allows women to lodge individual complaints to the UN against acts of discrimination, they carried over that reservation, so that the mothers concerned have no rights under international law.
